Reporting to the Head Coach, the Lead Instructor - Club Recreational provides 
instruction and manages volunteer coaches of our Club Recreational program, along 
with clerical duties associated with the program. 
 
Using a combination of personal experience and input from the Head Coach, the Lead 
Instructor will execute practices both on-land and on-water. Tasks adjacent to the 
instructing component of the job include launching and operating a coach motor boat, 
organizing boating line ups for on-water outings, monitoring and stocking boat safety 
supplies, and planning the execution of recreational practices, communicating with 
athletes and being the main point of contact for Club athletes, and communicating 
practice or regatta plans with coaches and ORC administration.
